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MESSAGE FROM THE MAYOR AND GENERAL
MANAGER

The past year has been a challenging one for the West Coast with the closure of the
Avebury mine and loss of 200 jobs; and the continuing uncertainty over the future
of salmon aquaculture in Macquarie Harbour.

Over this period, we advocated successfully for the needs of the West Coast
community. Through their ‘Strong Plan to Revitalise the West Coast’, the new State
Government has committed to protect jobs on the West Coast, support work and
back our community so we can grow our economy and create further jobs. As part
of the Western Tasmania Strategic Regional Partnership, we have also secured $5
million to provide critical housing and a new Rosebery Emergency Services Hub to
support the Community. We look forward to working with the new government to
implement these important commitments.

Council continues to deliver quality infrastructure for the West Coast. We have built
a world-leading landfill in Zeehan, extending operations there for a further 50 years.
We have delivered new playgrounds in Strahan and Rosebery and planning is
underway for playgrounds in Queenstown, Zeehan and Tullah. We are building a new
recreation centre in Strahan, undertaking significant upgrades to the Zeehan pool
and gym and have finalised designs for improvements at both the Rosebery and
Queenstown Football ovals. Next year we will begin construction on the Strahan
Waterfront and Visitor Centre Project to include new public spaces, a refurbished
visitor’s centre and enhanced landscaping around the area.

In the coming year, we will be engaging with the Community to develop our new
West Coast Community Plan. This 10-year strategic plan will capture our concerns,
dreams and true essence and provide guidance to empower our community to move
forward. We are particularly keen to engage West Coast children in this process to
reflect their hopes and dreams for the future.

As we welcome Ms Ciara Spencer as General Manager to the West Coast Council,
we wish to express our appreciation for the work of David Midson as General
Manager over the past five years. David worked tirelessly to deliver for the West
Coast Community, advocating for our needs and developing creative approaches to
diversify our economy. Ciara is excited to join the West Coast Council team as
General Manager and appreciates the warm welcome and support she has received
from the Community, the Council, and the West Coast Council team.

We are pleased to present this Annual Plan as our commitment to you on what we
will deliver over the next 12 months. We look forward to working collaboratively with
the Community and all levels of Government to achieve the best possible outcomes
for the West Coast.

Pursuant to sections 90 and 91 of the Local Government Act 71993 (the Act), the

If a ratepayer fails to pay any instalment within 21 days of the due date, Council may
determine that the entire balance of the rates payable becomes due.

Maximum Percentage Increase

Pursuant to section 88A of the Act, Council by absolute majority, sets a maximum
percentage increase for all rates payable on any rateable land withing the municipal
area of 50% above the amount payable in respect of that rateable land in the
2023/2024 financial year.

Pursuant to Section 88A(1)(b) of the Act, Council declares that the maximum
percentage increase varies within the municipal area according to the following
factors:

(@) for all rateable land used, or predominantly used, for Residential Purposes and
is occupied as a principal dwelling by persons who are eligible pensioners within
the meaning of the Local Government (Rates and Charges Remissions) Act 1991,
the maximum percentage increase is varied to 11.5%;

(b) for all rateable land used or predominantly used for Residential Purposes and
where the variation at sub-paragraph 5.2 (a) does not apply, the maximum
percentage increase is varied to 25%;
