Council is currently progressing a broader asset management review across the region. Through this 
process, the condition, usage, renewal priorities and maintenance requirements of recreational assets 
will be assessed.

This section of footpath contains several different levels and angles which may create potential slip 
or trip hazards for pedestrians accessing the hall. 
 
As the hall is a well-used community facility safe and accessible access is important for residents, 
visitors and particularly elderly members of the community. 
 
Further to this as the footpath runs alongside a state growth highway, and I understand the issue 
was previously raised around 2017.

Response 
Council is aware of the concerns regarding the condition of the footpath and entry approach 
outside the Rosebery Memorial Hall. The varying levels across this section of footpath have the 
potential to create slip or trip hazards, particularly for elderly residents and people with limited 
mobility accessing the facility. 

1. Action since the issue was raised in 2017 
Council is currently reviewing available records to determine whether any works or 
interim measures were undertaken following the matter being raised in 2017. 

2. Funding or assistance with State Growth 
Council has not sought external funding or assistance for this matter to date. Following 
inspection of the site and identification of the appropriate scope of works, Council will 
consider potential funding opportunities or engagement with the Department of State 
Growth if relevant. 

3. Review of the site and accessibility 
Council will undertake a site inspection to assess the condition of the footpath and entry 
approach and determine appropriate treatment options to improve pedestrian safety and 
accessibility.

• Outline clear communication pathways and expectations, including after-hours 

processes. 

 

What are Marine Stressors? 

Marine stressors are a range of environmental factors that can impact the health of 

Tasmania’s marine ecosystems. Marine stressors include marine heatwaves 

and harmful algal blooms (HABs).  

Marine stress events can be significant and cause widespread damage to marine 

ecosystems. These include wildlife and fish mortalities, loss of marine plant life, and 

reduce the productivity, health and sustainability of Tasmania’s existing industries and 

communities. As seen in South Australia through 2025, these impacts can also be 

very distressing for people who value and interact with the ocean and coastlines. 

A marine heatwave has been forecast for the summer of 2025/2026. Some marine 

stressors are forecast to increase in frequency, intensity and spatial extent in 

Tasmania in the face of climate change and rising sea temperatures. Marine waters 

off Eastern Tasmania are warming nearly four times faster than the global average. 

Tasmania’s Government, industries and communities must be aware and fully 

prepared to respond to marine heatwaves and events, to reduce their negative 

impacts as much as possible.

Response Plan 

The Tasmanian Marine Heatwave and Related Event Response Plan aims to guide 

Tasmania’s decision making and coordination in response to marine stressor events. 

The Plan brings together current knowledge of marine stressor events in Tasmania 

and outlines current and future steps for Tasmania’s Government, industries and 

community to prepare for, and respond to, marine stress events. This includes:  

1. Detection: forecasting and classifying marine heatwaves and events.  

2. Risk assessment: understanding and categorising risks to Tasmania’s 

industries, communities and marine ecosystems.  

3. Monitoring and Response: steps to prepare for marine heatwaves, and how 

to monitor and report marine heatwaves when they happen.  

4. Critical Event Preparation, Response Coordination and Communication 

Framework: steps to take when marine heatwaves or events cause public 

health incidents or unusual mortality events in marine life.  

5. Communication: responsibilities and tasks for communicating marine 

heatwaves and events to different groups in Tasmania.  

6. Evaluation and preparedness: identifying areas to strengthen our future 

responses to marine stressor events.  

NRE Tas has been conducting significant preparedness workshops with Tasmanian 

marine industries, and has commenced public information sharing on the Fishing Tas 

website, Marine Stressors | Fishing Tasmania and social media.

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The Role of Councils 

Councils contribute to the statewide response to marine stressor events in three key 

ways:  

• Early detection - councils often receive the first public reports and have staff 

observing beaches and foreshore areas.  

• Rapid reporting - early notification allows for faster sampling and protects 

public health and aquaculture.  

• Local operational support - Can support NRE Tas or Department of Health 

by assisting with signage, closures and local communication when 

operationally feasible for Councils. 

 

What and How Councils Can Report 

NRE Tas are preparing a crisis coordination framework which will provides detailed 

coordination and governance arrangements for responding to marine environmental 

stressor events in Tasmania. In any case, NRE Tas is the lead agency for responding 

to marine stressor events.

Thank you for your letter regarding pathology services at West Coast District Hospital and the 
concerns raised following the transition to the new Tasmanian Health Service pathology 
provider. 

I have sought specific advice from the Department of Health to address the concerns you have 
raised.  I am advised that public pathology services and equipment available to the public 
hospital have not been reduced, and public health services delivered under the previous 
contractor continue under the current provider, TML Pathology. 

The Department of Health has confirmed that access to the International Normalized Ratio 
(INR) Point of Care Testing (POCT), the i-STAT blood analyser, the haematology analyser, and 
the Erythrocyte Sedimentation Rate (ESR) counter has not been withdrawn from hospital 
services. West Coast District Hospital continues to have an i-STAT machine onsite for urgent 
blood gas testing and troponin analysis for patients presenting with respiratory conditions, 
metabolic concerns, or chest pain. 

Historically, INR testing has been sent offsite for analysis, and this remains unchanged under 
TML Pathology. It has also been standard and safe practice for specimens to be collected and 
transported offsite for processing. This arrangement continues, using the same pathology room 
and courier service as previously. 

Further, I am advised the haematology analyser and ESR counter were not included in the 
former or the current Tasmanian Health Service contract with North West Pathology, but were 
instead available separately as private services. I have been advised by the Department that 
this has not changed and these tests continue to be available privately through North West 
Pathology, through normal pathology requests.  

I appreciate how important reliable pathology access is for the West Coast community and 
hope this clarification provides reassurance. Should you have any further questions please do 
not hesitate to contact either myself or the Office of Chief Executive Hospitals North West via 
cehnw@ths.tas.gov.au.

This report provides an overview of activities at the West Coast Visitor Information Centre for the 

month of February 2025. 

 

BACKGROUND  

Since opening in 1992 on the waterfront precinct in Strahan, the West Coast Visitor Information Centre 

(WCVIC) has welcomed more than two million visitors, with Council taking over operations in 2004. As 

an accredited “yellow i” Visitor Information Centres, the WCVIC holds National tourism accreditation 

and operates under national guidelines which provide benchmarks for service delivery, presentation, 

and management standards. 

 

The WCVIC is an accredited member of the Tasmanian Visitor Information Network (TVIN) and the 

Tourism Industry Council of Tasmania (TICT). The most remote “yellow I” Centre in Tasmania, the 

WCVIC services an average of 70,000 visitors annually. The WCVIC team are local experts who have a 

real passion to help visitors have a memorable experience by providing access to information and 

service prior to and during their West Coast experience, including: 

• Local knowledge, tips, and recommendations 

• Accommodation, activity, and tour bookings 

• Guidance and assistance during events such as road closures and emergencies 

• National Parks passes 

• The regional map, the Guide to Getting Lost  

• Retail items including souvenirs, postcards, products from West Coast makers, and official 

West Coast Tas and West Coast Tas MTB brand merchandise
